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PASTOR’S
COMMENTS....

Most of the time when we think
of a homecoming we think of a ticker tape parade,
crowds of well-wisher and speeches of praise and the
recounting of heroic accomplishments. It is somewhat
surprising when we hear in today’s Gospel account
from St. Mark that Jesus experiences the direct oppo-
site.

We hear the folks of Jesus’ native town of
Nazareth asking: “Where did this man get all this?
What kind of wisdom has been given him? Is he not
the carpenter, the son of Mary? And they took offense
at him.” This is not the type of homecoming we
would expect. What was going on in his hometown?

The reaction that Jesus experiences is that the
home folks are not able to accept a message from Je-
sus that is larger than their small town world view. As
a result, envy and pride seem to take over. Instead of
allowing Jesus’ message to move them to faith and to
expanding their horizon, they become even narrower
in their view and, “They took offense at him.” For
Jesus’ part “He was amazed at their lack of faith.”

What about us? We are members of the Body
of Christ and we hopefully feel that we know who Je-
sus is. Like the people of Nazareth, however, there is
always the danger that we can become smug in our
knowledge and understanding of who Jesus is so that
we become blinded to his new revelation in our midst.
When Pope Francis reaches out to Jews and Muslims,
when he challenges us to reach out to the margins of
society, when he writes of a moral dimension to our
care for the earth as our home and of the reality and
the dangers of climate change, when he challenges us
to see in the asylum seeker and the immigrant a
brother or sister, do we hear Jesus speaking to us or do
we find this too much for us? Can we hear Jesus ask-
ing us to expand our faith so that he can work miracles
and bring forth new life in and through us?

This calling to expand our vision applies also
to our openness to become part of a larger, more inclu-
sive concept of Church as we look to our parish en-
compassing not only Lawrenceville but also Polish
Hill, Bloomfield and Garfield. Jesus is hoping that he
will be amazed not at our “lack of faith” but rather at
our openness to expanding our faith and truly becom-
ing the Body of Christ for our area.
